
Read 4 Stickers
When a student reads each word correctly on a page; earning a sticker, smiley face, star, etc., it is very motivating. When the book is full of stickers, the student will be able to read the book independently to someone else.
If the finished book goes home: 
A sticker is placed on each page when a student can read every word. This motivates the student to do repeated readings to earn the sticker.
Earning stickers/knowing that the student can read the page independently inspires students to learn all of the book’s vocabulary.
When the book is completed, and every page has a sticker, the book may be sent home. See the M4RA Progress Report in Green Mentoring Folder for the parent/guardian signature which is then returned to the Coordinator.

If the finished book does not go home: Read 4 Stickers Chart
Stickers are placed on each page box of the chart when a student can read every word. This motivates the student to do repeated readings to earn the sticker.

Earning stickers/knowing that the student can read the page independently inspires students to learn all of the book’s vocabulary.

When the book is completed, and every page box has a sticker, the chart may be sent home. 
Please send at least one book home per level. Parent involvement is always an important factor for reading achievement. See the M4RA Progress Report in Green Mentoring Folder for the parent/guardian signature which is then returned to the Coordinator.
